1. Eligibility conditions are as under:

(a)Candidate must be a citizen of India.

(b)Candidate must be a holder of a degree in law, granted by

a University established by law in India.

(c) Candidate must have attained the age of thirty five years

and not attained the age of forty five years, as on the last

date fixed for receipt of applications i.e. 05th June, 2017. 

(d)Candidate must be able to communicate in Nepali, or any

other language of the State.

(e)Candidate  must  have  practiced  as  an  advocate  in  any

Court in India for a period of not less than 7 years as on the

last date fixed for receipt of applications.

(f) Candidate must have adequate knowledge of Computers.
